Dear Parents and carers,
On the 11th March we had our 18-month review from the Diocese to see how we had moved on from our Catholic Schools Inspection in June 2023.

I am very pleased to inform you that we had met all our targets from that inspection. Not only did we meet them we surpassed them. This is testament to the sheer hard work and dedication that the staff have been doing around our Catholic Education.

The Inspector said that she could have written a book about the changes and improvements we have made. 

I have listed a small selection of the comments below;

· I saw lessons in all year groups where teaching was of a good standard. I could see the impact of the CPD in the structure of the lesson, questioning, use of appropriate vocabulary and terms by all adults in the lessons and how activities were planned with class teachers and teaching assistants supporting pupils as needed. The pupils were eager to share their learning with me and showed that they were building on prior knowledge.  

· In addition to the individual pupil books, each class has a shared reflection journal for RE. The samples seen are being used well and are clearly linked to the topics being studied. All pupils are able to respond and reflect and their thoughts are used by the CT as part of the assessment process. 

· Pupils are also taught a wide range of traditional prayers of the Church, this includes the Rosary, Angelus and Examen. Prayer is woven in to the fabric of the school day.

· Pupils I spoke to in the classes and focus group, explained that they enjoy planning for the times of class prayer and that the teachers help them choose the scripture readings. They also spoke of how they enjoy setting up the focal areas and displayed excellent knowledge of the liturgical colours. Behaviour in these sessions was excellent with all pupils paying attention to their peers.

· The Mini Vinnies group who are involved in ‘making the world become better.’ When I spoke to them, they were clear on what the mission of the group is and how they are doing God’s work. 

A brilliant piece of news as we move into the Easter period.
