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3 I’s for Spanish MFL 2025 - 2026
Intent
 
    Here at St Anne’s Catholic primary school our intention is to teach the Spanish curriculum in an enjoyable and stimulating way so it deepens the pupils understanding of another culture and contributing to the development of their general linguistic competence. Every pupil in year 3 & 4 has an entitlement to language learning. We recognise its importance as a life-long skill.
The MFL curriculum is designed to develop a child’s skill in another language through regularly taught lessons. Progressively, the children acquire and apply a bank of vocabulary focusing on topics. These include: numbers, colours, food and drink, animals and pets, the weather, the classroom to name a few.
Our intention is that when pupils leave St Anne’s they will have a natural curiosity and confidence to delve into other cultures, languages and countries. Being a multi- lingual society, this is an essential skill to purchase.
We strive to embed the child’s listening, speaking, reading and writing skills and enable them to use and apply their Spanish learning and lay the foundations for language learning. 

Implementation

· All pupils have a weekly timetabled lesson of 45 minutes for years 3 and 4.
· We recognise some families already speak another language at home and this is celebrated both in language lessons and within the school. 
· Our ever-popular international evening takes place in September where families from all countries and languages share their culture, food and music. The children learn a variety of language   songs, especially Spanish which they perform on stage to the parents. 
· Children’s’ Spanish books record their learning progress from Year 3 to Year 4: written work, listening and reading activities and a series of creative written and art projects. Progress is also evidenced through termly summative listening, reading comprehension and writing assessments tasks.
· Children of Spanish speaking origin contribute to the lessons through modelling pronunciation of words and sentences.
· Children develop a deep level of language learning it through a challenging scheme of work.
· Experience lessons that are challenging, varied and interactive and develop listening, reading, speaking and writing skills.
· Provide opportunities to link their learning to other subjects such as: English, Maths, Geography, History, PSHE, Music and Art.
· Appreciate and learn about cultural differences and similarities.

Impact
 
St Anne’s MFL Spanish curriculum enables children to develop their knowledge of where different languages, including a wide range of home languages spoken by the families of the school, a lot of them Spanish, are spoken in the world. They discover the differences and similarities in languages; this supports their grammar and embeds some enrichment to their first language. Children can communicate with in a second or third language. They will transfer to secondary school with language acquisition and give them confidence in their own ability and a knowledge of the world around them both in modern Britain and beyond.
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
