
SEND Provision within PSHE and RSE
Throughout the 1decision modules, children are encouraged to develop practical skills to support them in making better informed decisions and when seeking help and support if they need it. These practical activities, along with opportunities for discussion, opportunities to record work in diagrammatic and pictorial form ensure provision is accessible to all pupils including those with SEND.
The modules include words banks and engaging resources e.g. animations, documentaries and a series of videos to reduce barriers to learning. The alternative endings within the videos allow pupils to explore choices and consequences to make choices for the character. These help children learn the knowledge, skills and vocabulary to support their own decision making now and in the future.
Assessment is built in to allow teachers to analyise gaps in knowledge in orders for all pupils, particularly those with SEND to achieve the best outcomes.
When planning TenTen lessons, notes for SEND/ALN Differentiation are provided within Session Notes. These highlight content from the session which staff may need to present in a different way, highlighting key points to ensure understanding, and suggestions on how to offer options and so increase accessibility.
TenTen provide a framework to measure individual children’s progress, within an ‘All children will… Most children will… Some children will…’  framework. These help staff to identify children who might need additional support, as well as those who are working at a deeper level.
