I believe that children learn best when they are actively involved and excited about what they’re doing, which makes me passionate about real-life, experiential learning. I am working on incorporating fieldwork and trips into our curriculum as much as possible. I am working on diversifying our curriculum to ensure children learn about the rich and varied realities in Geography and not single narratives.  I firmly believe that Geography opens doors to understanding the wider world. It is the bridge between science, statistics, government policies and our lived experience in our communities I am committed to making history meaningful, engaging, and relevant for every child. 
I’m also committed to promoting our Catholic values in everything we do, helping children to grow in confidence, independence and resilience. My goal is to nurture a lifelong love of learning, where every child feels valued, supported, and inspired to be the best they can be.

Intent – What we are Teaching
At St Anne’s, our Geography curriculum is ambitious, coherent and grounded in powerful knowledge, giving every child the understanding they need to make sense of the world around them. Geography helps pupils build a rich and secure schema of place, space and environment, enabling them to recognise patterns, understand physical and human processes and make meaningful connections at local, national and global scales.
We deliberately develop both substantive geographical knowledge (locations, physical and human features, environmental processes, cultural diversity) and disciplinary knowledge (fieldwork, map skills, data interpretation, enquiry, decision-making and geographical reasoning). The curriculum is carefully sequenced so that children revisit and deepen key ideas, strengthening long-term memory and supporting conceptual understanding.
Many of our pupils have limited opportunities to explore natural environments in the UK beyond London. Our curriculum is therefore designed to build cultural capital, widening pupils’ horizons, and providing the experiences and geographical literacy they need for future learning, participation and citizenship. Geography inspires curiosity, environmental awareness and responsible decision-making. It enables pupils to appreciate diversity, understand global challenges and recognise their role as stewards of God’s creation letting us explore our Catholic ethos and Catholic Social Teaching values in real and meaningful ways.
Implementation – How We Teach
In Reception, Geography is embedded in ‘Understanding the world’, one of the 7 areas of learning and development in the Early Years Foundation Stage Statutory Framework. From Year 1 to Year 6, Geography is taught through the Kapow scheme of work which uses a clear progression model, ensuring pupils systematically develop locational knowledge, fieldwork skills and conceptual understanding. Each unit builds on prior learning in carefully managed steps, reducing cognitive overload and supporting deep retention. 

Students use maps, atlases, digital tools, high-quality images, outdoor fieldwork and real-world case studies to strengthen their understanding of both physical and human geography. Explicit vocabulary teaching, retrieval practice and modelling support pupils as they build geographical fluency.
Pupils study a diverse range of places, environments and communities, broadening their worldview and developing empathy and respect. The curriculum strengthens Catholic Social Teaching and British Values through themes such as global responsibility, stewardship of the Earth, equity, community and sustainability.
Geography is a subject with many cross-curricular links including science, maths, RE, computing and English. Exploring these links allows children to apply their geographical skills in meaningful contexts, deepening their critical thinking and understanding.
Intended Impact – What the Children Learn
By the end of Key Stage 2, pupils have a secure and connected understanding of the world’s places, environments and processes. They can think, speak and write like young geographers, confidently using subject-specific vocabulary and disciplinary skills to:
· locate places accurately using maps, atlases and digital tools
· explain physical and human processes, such as rivers, climate, settlement and trade
· interpret geographical data, including charts, diagrams, surveys and fieldwork
· draw comparisons between places and explain how environments change
· evaluate choices and decisions, considering sustainability, fairness and impact
Assessment shows pupils know more, remember more and can do more as geographers. Work in books, pupil voice, fieldwork outcomes and ongoing teacher assessment demonstrate secure geographical progression and growing confidence.
At St Anne’s, our Geography curriculum equips every child with curiosity, knowledge and global awareness — preparing them to value the world, understand its challenges and contribute thoughtfully to its future.
